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Overview


What does OneStep provide?


OneStep creates a single executable from an installation package that was created with an installer that provided multiple files. Distributing this single executable brings the following advantages:


Users will need to deal with a single file only


The only task the user needs to perform is to click on it


User will not need to create/select directory


Users computer will be free from temporary installation files


Programmers can use their free and existing Installer, such as the one included in Visual Studio w/o investing more money and learning a new tool


Programmers can convert their existing installations to OneStep in seconds


Programmers can protect the released installation package with password using strong encryption


Installing OneStep


Download OneStp.exe anywhere to your hard drive and double click it. That’s it. 


OneStep will install itself to c:\OneStep. The following files will be installed in the application directory:


ZLib.dll


The ZLib public domain DLL to create compressed installation package (default).


OneStep.exe


	This is the OneStep program that converts installation packages to OneStep executables.


Operating system


OneStep creates 32-bit installations running in any 32-bit Windows OS from Windows’95 through Windows 7.





Registration


OneStep is freely downloadable and fully functional for 25 days without registration. Installation packages created with unregistered OneStep may display this fact.


Online registration is available from the About - Order buttons.


The registration code can be entered using the register button. Upon registration this button will disappear.


The registration code depends on the purchased license. Licensing it for one computer relates the release code to the hardware. Licensing it for a user relates the release to the user who purchased the license�
Creating OneStep executables


Create your installation package


Before using OneStep you must create your installation package with your deployment tool the regular way. This will normally result in files (Setup.exe, Setup.lst and a CAB file or an msi file), but you may add any other file that the Setup.exe needs.


OneStep will run on your user’s computer the setup program that you created with the wizard.


Create OneStep executable


When the installation package is created and tested launch the OneStep.exe.


Click on the Add button. This will allow you to select the folder that contains the files the the deployment tool created.


Enter a password when you want to protect the installation. When nothing is entered the installation will be unprotected. Note that the password is case sensitive.


Click the Encrypt button. OneStep will embed the installation package into a OneStep executable. A progress bar will give you visual feedback and at the end you will also get a message telling you the location of the created installation package (that you can rename as you wish).


Setup.exe is mandatory in the input package.


Use the Settings button to change the output directory and/or output type. The default is c:\OneStep\Output and zipped file. You may select executable output type instead. Note that zipped output contains the same executable and zipped is the default to save space and to reduce the chance of security blocking.
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Using OneStep executables


Size of OneStep executables


There is no limit on the size of OneStep executables.


The original size of the installation package will slightly change. The installation executable will be larger when the installation package was small, and it will be smaller when the installation package was large. This is the result of two factors that affect the size:


OneStep will compress the files in the installation package. Most of the files are normally already compressed and OneStep will be able to compress them further only by none to 5%. This will decrease the overall size.


OneStep will add about 45K to the size in order to manage tasks during the installation.


Running OneStep executables


OneStep executables may run from any drive, including CD, USB and network drives. 


OneStep will interact with the user as little as possible:


It will display a password entry screen only when the package is password protected


Otherwise it will just launch the embedded setup.exe


OneStep will remain in memory while the setup program runs. OneStep deletes all temporary folders it created.
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
